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B FEATURES

1. All Transistor

 The employment of high quality transis-
tors assures heat-proof and permanent
use. Further, as a nature of transistors,
it allows the unit normal operation from

the moment of “Switch On".

2. Practical Size of Tape
Thanks to the double track operation sys-
tem and the use of 5" size of tape reel,
this unit permits one hour operation with
.33/,,'-' speed or two hours with 17/5"
speed, whichever you desire. Operation
hours may be extended by about 50%

when long playing tape is used.

3. Remote Control System
The employment of remote switch em-
bodied in the microphone permits instant
“On-Off” operation even while the unit

is placed out of your reach.

4. Easy Operation
As all the necessary switch operations

can be made with leaving the cabinet
cover on, it is possible for the unit to re-
cord or playback under dust-proof con-

dition even while carrying it around.

. Two Speed Operation

This unit operates on either 334" or
17/5" tape speed per second.  Which
tape speed is used entirely depends on
what source you wish to record.

Generally, the fast speed is suitable

for recording of musics, and the slow

speed is for other sources.

. Other Features

a. Tone Control—Tonal quality can be
adjusted to meet individual's taste.
Tone control knob is conveniently in-
tegrated with recording level control

knob (volume control).

b. Fast Forward — Like larger size tape-
recorders, this unit features fast for-
ward device which enables rapid
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transit of tape, making it possible
to give you a quick reach to your de

sired portion of the tape.

. Sound Monitoring — Recording level

can be watched and determined by

means of earphone.

. Sound Mixing —Recordings from both

microphoneand radio (or TV) can be

mixed.

. AC Operation—For at home use, pow-

er source may be economically ob-
tained through a home AC outlet
with optional CROWN AC Adaptor.
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B OPERATION AND CONTROLS:

To Lood Batteries

On the bottom side of the cabinet is found the bat-
tery compartment. Unscrew the compartment cov-
er with a coin or a screw driver counterclockwise.
Install four pieces of dry battery as shown in the
directions. Confirm the plus and minus polarities

be placed in correct order. Close the compartment

cover after loaded.

Loading and Reloading of Tape

a. Lift up the cabinet cover to removc it from the
unit. .

b. Place the reel of tape into the left hand feed
spindle and empty reel into the right hand take-
up spindle.

c. Unwound some 12 inches of tape from full reel
and pass the unwound portion through head
cover. Bring the end of tape to the take-up reel
and slip it into the slit provided on the reel.
Wind the tape reel several times, making sure

that the tape is placed firmly around the hub of

the reel.

To Change Tape Speed

The following procedures are observed:

From 33" /secto 17/" /sec

a. Lloosen the capstan screw by turning it counter-
clockwise.

b. Take up the capstan sleeve from the capstan.

c. Place removed éopsﬁ:n sleeve in capstan rest.

d. Secure capstan sleeve tightly with capstan
screw.

From 17" /secto 3% /sec
Simply tollow the same procedures in opposite

order.

To Record Through Microphone

a. Plug microphone into "REM SW, MIC ™ jack.

b. Set the recording level control knob slightly
up.

c. Press down on the safety button and move the
funchion lever to "REC " under the state of leav-
ing the button down. Release the button after
the function lever has been positioned, and the

button is left depressed.

d. Switch the uwnit "ON "~ by means of the remote

switch embodied in microphone.

. Hold the microphone some 10 inches apart from

your mouth and make a trial of talking ensuring
the recording level lamp is slightly luminous. Be
aware that excessive illumination will cause dis-
torted sound in recordings. Recording level is

also determined by sound coming in through

earphone when it is plugged into "EAR™ jack.

. Move the function lever to "STOP" position after

recording is finished, then the safety button qu-
tomatically sticks out and the unit shuts off the
operation.

Note: Remote switch does not operate the

function lever but it handles “start-

and-stop ™ operation alone.




To Record Through Radio or TV

a. Disconnect the microphone from the unit.

b. Take the provided interconnection cord and
plug it into"AUX"jack to pick up output from
earphone terminal of your radio or TV.

¢ The unit starts to operate when the function le-
ver is brought to "REC" - - - don't forget to
Press down on the safety button first. .

d. Keep recording level at recommended consisten-
cy.

e. When the output is found extermely low, try to

plug the cord into "MIC" jack, instead of
"AUX".
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f. To ensure clean recording from radio, place the
recorder as far away from the radio as possible and /
or turn the recorder in most favorable direction. :
Otherwise radio may receive pulse noise generated by
recorder motor, which is in turn feeded back to the

recorder and transcribed in tape.

Use of Telephone Pick-Up

Telephone conversations can be also recorde‘d by
means of optional telephone pick-up. To use the
pick-up, plug it into ' MIC " jack and stick the pro-
vided rubber cap on the back of telephone.

Follow the normal recording procedures. Clear re-

cording is possible by simply attaching this device.

Double Track Recording

This unit is a double track taperecorder capable
of recording upper and lower half tracks of tape.
When end of tape is reached during operation, do
not rewind. Remove both reels and reverse ‘them.
The loaded take-up reel will be inverted and
placed on the feed spindle and the empty reel
placed on the take-up spindle. Thus, another
recording is possible. When end of tape is again

reached, both tratks will have been recorded.

To Rewind Tape

Tape rewind is possible during recording or play-
back by manupulating the function lever. W hen re-
cording is made on one half track alone, it is ne-
cessary to rewind the tape to play it back. Place

the function lever on “REW " position. Bring it back

to "STOP™ position after tape is rewound.

B TO MAKE GOOD RECORDING

a. Recording Level
It is of the utmost importance to set up proper
recording level to ensure good recording. To ach-
ieve it, remain the level control in such a position
that the recording level lamp is slightly luminous
on an average so that recording is neither distor-
ted nor disturbed by undesired noise.

b. Microphone
Note that man's ears are capable of selecting
only those sounds that he is necessarily conscious
of, while the microphone is capable of picking up
all and every sound and noise involved in the
surrounding areas. Therefore, to attain the best
result, recordings should be made at some quiet
place, free from undesired noise or sound. When
recording in noisy surroundings, place microphone
directly up to the subject, or adjust the distance
between the microphone and the subject to ensure
that undesired noise or sound is minimized in re-

cording.

In general case, it is advisable to hold the micro-

phone some 10 inches apart from your mouth,
otherwise, undesired noise and or sound is easily
recorded. Undesired noise or sound is also re-
corded in the tape by mechanical vibrations given
to the microphone. In such a case, some soft
material should be placed underneath the micro-

phone.

. Radioc and TV

To make good recordings through radio or TV,
it is better to squeeze level control of the unit
and increase the volume level of the associated
device unitl the recording level lamp properly

lights up
